TR 2000/3000 shower trolley is delivered on a wooden pallet with a cardboard box around it.

Start unpacking the TR 2000/3000 shower trolley by removing the lower carton staples with a pliers.
DO NOT use any sharp tools that may scratch the shower trolley.

Carefully lift off the cardboard frame from the pallet. When lifted, do so briefly and use at least two people.
Carefully remove the TR 2000/3000 from the pallet.

Calibration/Initialisation

When the emergency stop has been activated it could be necessary to initialise the lifting column.
e Lower the lifting column to the lowest position.

¢ Press the DOWN (-) pedal once.

* When you hear two short signals the shower trolley is ready to be used again.

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Safety Instructions

General safety instructions

* Only qualified staff, who understand all operating and safety procedures may operate the shower trolley.

e Always physically check the water temperature before and during showering.

* The patient must be positioned comfortably on the stretcher mattress, with side rails securely locked.

* Make sure that all parts that comes in contact with the patient are intact and without sharp edges.

¢ Ensure that the shower trolley can be moved, raised, or lowered safely to avoid any pinch injuries on the patient.

e (Castor brakes must be securely locked on the shower trolley before transferring a patient and once in position over a drain.

e Operate the shower trolley carefully when transporting patients through narrow corridors or over irregular uneven surfaces.

*  Wipe dry under the stretcher to prevent water dripping on the floor.

* The shower trolley must be cleaned and wiped dry after every use. See cleaning instructions in table of contents.

* Avoid skin or eye contact with detergent, which is highly caustic. If contact is made, rinse immediately with excess water. If
irritation occurs, consult a doctor. Always read and follow detergent supplier instructions.

* Never clean mattress and pillow in gas sterilization unit. Mattress and pillow will explode.

e Itis recommended that the batteries on the TR 3000 shower trolley are charged daily or whenever the shower trolley is not
in use. The batteries cannot be overcharged.

* The TR battery charger is the only approved charger for the TR 3000 battery operated shower trolley.

* Do not use battery charger in wet or damp areas - Potential shock hazard.

* Make sure that all castors are clean, in place and free from damages.

* Make sure that siderails are in place and free from damage and all screws are tightened.

* Make sure that mattress and pillow must be kept well maintained in place.

* The shower trolley must be inspected visually for sign of wear. The shower trolley should not be used if defects are noted.
Prompt service is required.

Raise or lower the shower trolley with the foot pedal.

* Raise the stretcher by pumping the UP foot pedal
* Lower the stretcher by pressing the DOWN foot pedal downwards.

The stretcher lowers smoothly when the pedal is pressed downwards and stops immediately when the pedal is released.
When the stretcher hits the tops position a safety valve opens in the hydraulic piston and the stretcher stops moving upwards.

TR 3000 - Emergency stop

If the lifting column on the shower trolley, for some reason must be stopped immediately and it doesn’t help to stop pressing the
hand control, press the Emergency stop on the battery box.

The Emergency stop will cut the power supplied to the lifting column.

To release the Emergency stop, turn the Emergency stop clockwise.

If the problem remains, immediately contact TR Equipment or a TR Equipment representative for repair.

If you hear a beeping sound when you start using the shower trolley again, calibrate the lifting column. See table of contents for
instructions.

TR3000 - Charging instructions onboard batteries:

Charge the TR 3000 shower trolley daily or when the low battery audible tone sounds. The batteries cannot be overcharged. The
battery charger is equipped with a magnetic connector to avoid damages on the charger if the shower trolley will be moved dur-
ing charging.

e Use only the battery charger supplied by TR Equipment.

e Connect the charger to the charging connector on the shower trolley before connecting the charger to the mains supply.

e When the battery charger is properly connected the charging indicator on the charger will be lit. If not, make sure the plug
on the charger is properly connected.

e The charging indicator shows the charging cycles. Yellow while charging and Green when the batteries are fully charged.

*  Minimum charging time is 8 hours. The batteries cannot be overcharged and if possible best practice is to always charge
when not in use.

* When the charging is completed, disconnect the charger from the mains, before you disconnect the charger from the
shower trolley.

* Aflat fuse (15A) is connected between the batteries. The batteries are placed under the mattress and plastic plate inside
an enclosure mounted on the stretcher frame.

e The charger shall be connected to an outlet which has a Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter.

To open the enclosure a Torx 25 tool is needed.

TR 3000-R - Charging instruction removable battery

Charge the battery daily for at least 8 hours or when the low battery audible tone
sounds, when using the hand control. The batteries cannot be overcharged. The
battery charger is equipped with a connector with a sealing and a locking function.

Use only the battery charger supplied by TR Equipment.

Connect the charger to the charging connector on the removable battery before
connecting the charger to the mains supply.

Charge the battery for at least 8 hours. The battery cannot be overcharged.

Do not use battery charger i wet or damp areas - Potential shock hazard

The charger sall be connected to an outlet which has a Ground Fault Circuit

To start or turn off the battery, push and hold the ON or OFF button for three
seconds.

Side rails

The “bed side rail” (transfer side) is easily
lowered to a horizontal position for a safe
patient transfer and raised again before transport.

Pull the side rail to a vertical position (1), lift the side
rail to release the two locks at the end of the side rail (2) and swing it down
to a horizontal position (3).

The side rail on the nursing side pivots freely under the stretcher when per-
forming the steps described above.

Raise the side rail by simply pulling it back into its upright position. Lower it
and the two locks will automatically lock into place.

When transporting through narrow doorways, reduce the width of the shower
trolley by holding the side rails in a vertical position.

Castor with brake:

The TR 2000/3000 shower trolley is equipped with four castors with brake and they have a Red pedal.
e To activate the brake on the castor, press the Red pedal down with your foot until it clicks into position.
* To release the brake, press the upper side of the Red pedal upwards.

Castor with straight steering function (Option):

The TR 2000/3000 shower trolley can be equipped with two straight steering castors and they have a Black pedal.

The mattress has double drainages and plugs.
The flexible drain hose simply fits onto either of the two drain outlets on the mattress.

Pull out and bend the hose to prevent splashing when using the shower trolley over a
floor drain.

To reduce water dripping on the floor, after use, bend the drain hose nozzle upwards us-
ing the plastic hose holder.

The drainage plug for each outlet is fastened with a nylon string on the stretcher frame.

Patient handling - From wheelchair onto shower trolley

You can raise or lower the stretcher to match the height of the wheelchair
and thus ease the transfer of wheelchair patients. Two attendants are
recommended.

Tilt the stretcher to a flat position with the release handle (12) and
lower both side rails.

Lower the Trolley by using the DOWN pedal.

Place the shower trolley in position and lock all castors with brake.
Remove the wheelchair armrest and remove or swing the footrest clear
on the transfer side.

Centre the wheelchair close to the shower trolley “nursing side” and
lock the wheelchair wheels.

Transfer patient laterally between wheelchair and shower trolley, sup-
porting the patient under arms

Position patient comfortably on the stretcher, raise and lock both side
rails. Remove the wheelchair. Raise the shower trolley, using the UP
pedal.

Unlock the castor brakes.

Transport the patient to the hygiene area. To return patient to
wheelchair from shower trolley simply reverse steps above in an op-
posite procedure.

Patient handling - From bed onto shower trolley

Follow the recommended procedures. Do not omit any steps.
Stay in sequence.

* Make sure the bed guard rail is raised on the side of the bed opposite
from the shower trolley.

e Turn the patient to his/her side, facing away from the shower trolley.

* Lower both side rails. The side rail on the transfer side stops horizontally.

* Move the shower trolley over the bed and lower the stretcher onto the
bed mattress by using the DOWN pedal. Stop lowering when the stretcher
is lowered down into the bed.

* Lock the castor brakes.

* Transfer the patient to a comfortable position onto the stretcher mat-
tress.

e Lift and secure both side rails before the shower trolley is pulled away
from the bed.

* Raise the stretcher, by using the UP pedal.

e Unlock the castor brakes (6a/b) and pull the shower trolley away from the
bed.

Patient handling - Showering the patient

When showering, the patient must remain on the shower trolley
stretcher, with the side rails securely locked.

Always physically ensure that the water temperature is as desired
before and during showering or bathing.

¢ Place the Shower Trolley foot end over a floor drain or sink and
attach the drainage hose and drain plug (if desired).

e Position and activate the brake on the castors with brake.

e Tilt the stretcher for a comfortable position and to aid drainage
by pulling the end tilt release handle (12) under the head end
on the stretcher.

e Shower the patient. Body fluids and feces must immediately be
removed to prevent mattress stains.

e After the patient is showered keep him/her warm wrapped in a
bath towel.

e After showering, thoroughly drain the Trolley and replace drain
plug and bend the drain hose nozzle upwards to prevent water
dripping on the floor.

e Tilt the stretcher to a comfortable angle for the patient.

* Adjust the trolley height to an ergonomically transporting height.

Before every use

Visual inspect the TR 2000/3000 shower trolley:

* Make sure that it stands securely on the floor.

* Make sure that it is possible to raise and lower the shower trolley.

* Make sure that there are no damages on the stretcher, mattress and pillow that might hurt the patient.

Daily maintenance:
e Clean the shower trolley according to the cleaning instructions. See table of contents, “Cleaning instructions”.

e Charge the batteries daily or whenever the shower trolley is not in use.
The batteries cannot be overcharged.

Monthly maintenance:

* Make sure that all screw and fastenings are tightened properly.

e It'simportant that all screws and fastenings are checked and tightened if needed - including those not easily visible, for
example under castors.

e Check the shower trolley for signs of damage or high level of wear.

* Inspect side rails to ensure they are in good condition, that all fasteners are in place and has proper function.

* Inspect the castors to ensure they are clean and that the brake function and straight steering function (option) is fully
functioning.

e Check that the hydraulic pump is working smoothly throughout the entire lift range.

TR 3000
e Check that the raising and lowering function to ensure smooth operation throughout the entire lift range.
* Remove mattress and plastic plate. Inspect the stretcher signs of wear.

Annual maintenance:

Maintenance recommendations for Maintenance every 3 years, Maintenance every 5 years, and Maintenance every 10 years
are based on Home Care use and Public use from SS-ISO 17966:2016.

* Check that the gas springs are working properly. Use the tilt handle and tilt the stretcher.

Make sure the stretcher is locked into position and doesn’t move up and down.

If you don’t have the Service and maintenance manual, contact TR Equipment or your TR Equipment representative to get a new
one. See contact info on www.trequipment.com.

Maintenance Every 3 years
* Repeat Before every use, Daily-, Monthly- and Annual maintenance.

Replace following parts TR 3000:

* Replace both 12V batteries Part.no: 819030
* Replace both drainages Part.no: 829392
* Replace drainage plugs Part no: 829391
* Replace drainage hose Part.no: 820818-4224 (1M) / 820818-4224-25 (2,5M)

Maintenance Every 5 years
* Repeat Before every use, Daily-, Monthly- and Annual maintenance.
* Inspect the quality of the mattress and pillow.

Maintenance every 10 year

e (Castors are produced in Polyurethane and shall be recycled as flammable materials.

¢ Bolts shall be recycled as metal parts.

e Hydraulic pump shall be recycled as metallic waste.

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Cleaning instructions

General guidelines for cleaning detergent

* Nonabrasive type of detergent

e Lessthan 5 Wt% chloride content

e Lessthan 3 Wt% alcohol content

TR 2000/3000 shower trolley

The User/operator is responsible for selecting the detergents and additives. Please read
the detergent supplier “s instruction manual and find out whether the product is suitable or

not.

The shower trolley must be cleaned immediately after use. Dry the unit well before
fastening the mattress.

Do not use solvent based cleaning liquids, which can damage or stain the mattress and
pillow surface.

The shower trolley has a removable mattress and pillow made of PVC fabric. For a thorough
cleaning of the shower trolley the mattress and pillow must be removed.

¢ Loosen the mattress straps (4pcs).

* Remove the plastic plate/plates.

e After cleaning the mattress and pillow thoroughly rinse them with the patient shower.
Wipe and dry before using the shower trolley again.

Use a sponge or brush, and promptly remove any soap or lime deposits, and faeces to avoid
spots/stains. Always rinse thoroughly with fresh water after using cleaning detergents.

Regular cleaning prolongs the lifetime of the product.

Mattress, re-attachment:
The mattress is attached to the stretcher with the fastening straps (4pcs).
Press the female strap button onto the male button on the inside of the stretcher frame.

TR 2000/3000 shower trolley

e Select cleaning interval according to the degree of contamination.

e Contaminations should be removed as soon as possible in order to prevent material damage.

* Do not clean material with tools which might damage surfaces. Use a towel, sponge or a soft brush.

e Store mattress and pillow in a clean and dry condition only.

e Use natural, slightly alkaline detergent containing no solvents.

e Do not use products such as trichlorethylene that will damage the PVC surface on mattress and pillow.

¢ Do not use iodine based, disinfectants, this can discolor the PVC fabric on mattress and pillow.

¢ Do not use water hotter than 45°C / 113°F

* Avoid excessive friction and abrasive detergents when cleaning as this may damage the surfaces of the shower trolley.

Cleaning process for mattress, pillow and plastic plate:

e Lightly brush off loose dirt particles first, then rinse material with clear water.

e Spray on the cleaning product in indicated concentration or apply with a clean towel. Dose the amount according to degree
of contamination.

e Allow the cleaning product to act for 2-5 minutes and wipe off with a towel.

* Rinse off dirt and cleaning product residues thoroughly with cold or lukewarm water to prevent material discolorations.Store
mattress and pillow only if it's clean and completely dry.
